Wall of Honor - Our Veterans/Heroes

It started out as a vision and with the help of four dedicated citizens of Glen Ullin, and 

the vision has come a reality.
It is Jon T. Bechtold vision after he saw something similar while in Texas this past year, 

a “Wall of Honor”. He took a picture and kept thinking about that display with the many 
of our departed military people in the community. Being a service man himself, his mind 
kept thinking about what he could do for those men and women who served our country. 

Darcy Fitterer is the caretaker of the Glen Ullin Memorial Park and Log Cabin. As she 
and Bechtold visited many times about this military “Wall of Honor”, their enthusiasm and 
excitement started the project. Fitterer was working on giving the log cabin a new face lift 
anyway with a new coat of paint with historic pictures to be hung.

Jon and Darcy put many hours on the positioning of the information holders for each 
of the Glen Ullin service men and women who have passed and found out that they needed 
two walls for the display. 

At present there are 406 men and women on the wall covering the Civil War, Spanish 
American War, WWI, WWII, Korean War, Vietnam Era, Gulf Wars, Iraq, Afghanistan, 
Kuwait and Persian Gulf. 

Bechtold and Fitterer also had the help of Jon’s wife, Cindy, who spent many hours 
getting the information and pictures together to put into each plaque and getting them hung. 
Nancy Bittner helped with the paper end of it, the list in the display case at the entrance of 
the park displaying all the names and more miscellaneous items.

The “Wall of Honor” could not have happened without the permission from the Glen 
Ullin Park Board who oversees the park and log cabin. It was with their approval and 
excitement for the project that it happened. Jon and Cindy Bechtold, Darcy Fitterer, and 
Nancy Bittner want to give a big “thank you” to the Glen Ullin Park Board. 

Many have asked who funded the Wall of Honor project and Bechtold says, “I 
personally funded it because it is something I felt I needed to do.” 

People have asked about making a donation and Bechtold says make the donation to 
the park board with a thank you note for allowing the Wall of Honor to be displayed in the 
log cabin. Or he said to make a donation to the Glen Ullin American Legion since many of 
the veterans on the Wall were members of the post.

This “Wall of Honor” is for those who are deceased and are from Glen Ullin or the 
surrounding area who have served in the military. 

Presently there are information holders that have the name of the service person 
with no military history and/or picture. It would be helpful to find a picture of the service 
person when they were in the service and a more recent picture of themselves. If you need 
help to see who qualifies or something is missing on your family member or want more 
information/have questions, please contact Jon T. Bechtold at 701-471-2564. 

This proved to be a very worth while and satisfying project to honor those who served 
our country proudly. It is one of those projects that will be ongoing and will never be 
completed.
